The policy for the modernisation of scientific careers was set out in the Next Stage Review documents High Quality Care and A High Quality Workforce published in 2008.

In November 2008, we published a UK consultation document The Future of the Healthcare Science Workforce Modernising Scientific Careers: The Next Steps which set out more comprehensive proposals to transform the future training and career pathways of the healthcare science workforce.
The Consultation on the above, which closed on March 6 2009, reveals a clear recognition of the need to modernise education and training for this workforce and general support for the proposed model. However, there is a desire for additional clarification in some areas and a need for more detail.  Your involvement to help shape and refine that detail is essential. 

Two events will be held, in Liverpool on Wednesday 22nd July and in London on Monday 27th July, involving leading decision makers and senior professionals from key stakeholders.

The objectives and format of the day are geared to developing solutions; each delegate will be able to focus on the issues of relevance to them whilst remaining involved in the strategic vision and the overall delivery of the programme.  Please let us know whether you can attend either in Liverpool on 22nd July or in London on 27th July from 10:30 – 16:30.
