This Meeting was well attended with eight lay members present, representing Pathology, Craft and Nursing
There was no representative from Pharmacy

Unite Regional Officer Barry Brown who will be leading on the negotiations for Unite was also present

The Meeting agreed the broad principles to form the basis of the Unite contribution

This included protection of existing earnings, a national minimum rate, and the ability to negotiate an increased rate at local Trust level

One of the main concerns was the need for long term protection for our members as the rates of pay that have been revealed had surprised even Unite’s most experienced negotiators

There was also a long discussion on the paper previously circulated by the Management Side

It was agreed to collect details from Unite locally negotiated on call agreements and associated payments
It was also agreed to meet again when the dates for the Staff Side “On Call” Working Party had been finalised
